Fundamental Computer Programming is a four-credit course. For those who would like to registered “Fundamental computer
programming” , he/she has to meet the college requirement. (Course Name: Fundamental Computer Programming(- ) ~ Fundamental
Computer Programming(= ))
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The undergraduate students must complete 10 required credits of foreign language courses as follows:
1. English (1) & (I1) for the total 4 credits: English (1) and (I1) are 4 credit elementary courses for the freshmen who are grouped on
English competence; to complete within two semesters.
2. English thematic course for the total 5 credits: English thematic courses are 5-credit English courses; students are required to
obtain 5 credits through 3 different thematic courses for graduation.
Students who do not reach the 350 points threshold of the English posttest in the end of the freshman year must take “English
Testing” course. Students will fail the course if they do not score higher than 350 points in TOEIC simulated test by the end of
the course, and must repeatedly take the course until they can score higher than 350 points.
3. English Test for the total 1 credit: For the requirements of registering “English Testing”, please refer to "the Regulation for

Registering English Test" announced and implemented by the College of General Education
Foreign students need approval by ILCC for taking 10 credits of Mandarin Chinese courses as alternative courses of English.
The undergraduate foreign students, exchange students excluded, must score 60 points or higher to pass Mandarin Chinese (1) and (l1)
before taking Mandarin Chinese (l11), (1V), (V), and (VI). Students must score 60 points or higher in Mandarin Chinese (I11) and (1V)
before taking Mandarin Chinese (V) and (VI).
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Beside taking PE courses for 4 semesters (Year 1 to 2), students must pass both swimming and cardiopulmonary function tests.
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General Education program comprises four categories : Humanities, Natural Science, Social Science and Life Science. Students are
required to take a 2-credit course from each category to get 8 credits before graduation.
